Where and when to apply?( 
1) 
Visa short stay (Schengen states) and Visa long stay (Belgium)
a) 
All depends on the place(s) you want to visit. If you intend to visit only one Schengen country, you must apply at the Embassy or Consulate of that particular country. You apply at the Embassy or Consulate responsible for the state where you live.

If you intend to visit several Schengen countries, you must apply for a visa at the Embassy or Consulate of the country which is your main destination.

If you intend to visit several Schengen countries but do not have a main destination, you should apply for a visa at the Embassy or Consulate of the country which is your first point of entry.

b) 
If, according to the above regulation, you have to apply at the Belgian Embassy or Consulate in China, all depends on the place you are registered and / or living. You have to apply at the Belgian diplomatic mission who has your permanent or temporary residence in its jurisdiction.

If you are permanent resident at the same address that is mentioned on your Hukou (Chinese family booklet), it’s easy to know which mission has your city / province in its jurisdiction.

If you are temporary resident in a different place, you should provide a temporary residence card from the province where you are living and apply at the mission who has this province in its jurisdiction.

2) Where to go? At the Embassy/Consulate or the Visa application center ?

(New) To meet the increasing demand, while maintaining high standards of service, the Embassy/Consulate of Belgium is pleased to announce the opening of three new “Visa Application Centers”.
They are open to all nationals residing in China who wish to apply for a visa. 
All applications (*) can now be submitted without a prior appointment and will be charged 180 CNY each (not included the visa-handling fee - more details). 
This new procedure will not only avoid queuing and waiting lists but will also focus on delivering the visas within a very short time. 
In case you have documents to be legalized by the Belgian Consulate in your visa file, they can be introduced at the Visa Application Center. They will be charged 20 CNY per legalization (not included the legalization fee – 10 EUR - more details).

(*) Exceptions: foreign diplomatic, service and public affairs passport holders can apply directly at the Embassy / Consulate General.
